They left 
reading glasses for us 
to give away too.  The 
kids are big helpers 
and big players! 

August 
In August, school 
started for Kjell and 
the kids.  Katarina is in 
8th, Mikayla in 6th, 
Rebekah in 4th, and 
Jeremiah in all day 
Kindergarten.  We had 
a  f e w  m i n o r 
adjustments  with 
making friends and 
some school work, but 

everything is good 
now.  Being Kjell’s 
second year and 
knowing most of the 
students, made this 
year an easier re-entry.  
He has a new class this 
year—AP English, so he 
has an extra prep 
period for it.   
     Former students, 
now in college, are still 
in contact with Kjell to 
ask for help with 
English assignments 
(made possible by BB-
ing—Blackberry-ing).  
After about a month 
of school, Rebekah led 
a classmate to the 
Lord.  
     A major road fell 
out due to rain and 
made the commute to 
the city up to 2 1/2 
hours home at times.  
We began praying 
about possibly moving 
to Tegucigalpa (near 
the school).  It seems 
like we will stay in 
Zambrano this year 
and continue to seek 
what to do for the end 
of the school year.      
September 
In September, I 
(Marcy) was adjusting 

back to teaching 2 
hours a week at the 
Rehabilitation Center 
when an opportunity 
to go to language 
school presented itself.  
T w o  m i s s i o n a r y 
friends were driving to 
Language School in La 
Ce iba .  A f t e r  I 
prepared two weeks 
worth of dinners and 
put them in the freezer 
for Kjell and the kids, I 
went to school and 
enjoyed 4 hours a day 
of one on one 
instruction, total 
immers ion  (w i th 
Honduran family — 
food, culture, church, 
etc.).   
     September has also 
been a time to pray 
about what to do.  
There are so many 
things one can do, but 
doing what you are 
called to do (supposed 
to do) is always best.  
Kjell restarted English

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Change 
classes on Sunday nights.  Katarina is teaching English to two ladies at the Babies Home and I will help 
her with lessons and will not be teaching my own English classes.  It’s time for change.  First, will be 
prayer here at the house Tuesdays 2-3pm with some Honduran women in Zambrano.  Part of praying will 
involve the above towns (and one neighborhood):  for strategic evangelism; for salvations; for protection; 
for pastors [full of good character] to rise up, be trained, and start churches in each area; for discipleship 
and duplication.  Second, Saturdays I will be teaching at New Generation for 8 weeks while Luis is away 
in the States.  I will prepare Saturday messages in Spanish with the help of Maribel (who I will visit a 
couple of times a week to prepare).  Third, I will attend other church activities and meetings in the 
community (for Spanish and relationships) 
(Thursdays 4-5pm bible study, Sunday morning 
church).  Fourth, we have church for just our family 
on Sunday afternoons.  Fifth, I will continue to 
teach Wednesday afternoons at the Rehabilitation 
Center (from 2-4pm).  I’m working on a 4-6 month 
curriculum, hands-on activities, and homework.  
Finally, after that, I want to work on some 
discipleship lessons to put in Spanish.
